There’s a dry pit 

toilet on the site. There’s no firewood in the refuge. The maintenance 

is the user’s responsibility. 

 

There’s a watering place near the refuge. The water may not be 

drinkable. It is recommended to boiled water or even treated it with 

some product.  

 

You must bring your own tent, sleeping bag, mattress, camping stove 

(camping heater), matches, pocket lamp, plates and utensils, food, 

toilet paper, first aid kit. 

 

You can camp on the site but there is no platform. It’s allow to do fire 

only in the specific spots and only if the drought level is not too high.
